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Summary

The distributions of the lexical forms for ‘who’ are
presented in two maps. Map 39-1 focuses on the
meanings of the initial elements and classifies the lex-
ical forms into three types: the “who” Type, the
“what” Type and the “which” Type. Of the three types,
the “who” Type, sheiift, is an unmotivated form. The
other types are analytical: the “what” Type is consi-
dered to be derived from the structure ‘what kind of
person’ (i.e. shenme renft4 A in the standard lan-
guage), and the “which” Type from the structure
‘which person’ (i.e. neigeMf4> in the standard lan-
guage).

Though the “who” Type, which is the standard
form, is observed in all areas of China, its main dis-
tribution is north of the Huai, exhibiting a North-South
opposition against the “what” and “which” Types.

The “which” Type is spread throughout the South,
but it is less frequently seen along the Southeastern
coast from southern Jiangsu to Guangdong. Contrarily,
the “what” Type mainly exists in this area.

Map 39-2 focuses on the final elements and classi-
fies them into three types: the ren A Type, the ge}
Type and the menf/] Type. Comparing this map with
Map 39-1, it is clear that the “what” Type was origi-
nally in the form of “what + ren \.”, while the “which”
Type was “which + classifier.” In Jiangxi, Hunan,
Hubei and Guangdong, where the “what” and “which”
types collided, blended forms, e.g., “what + classifier,”
“which + ren \” and “which + what + ren \” were
created.

In some dialects, mainly in the Wu and Min dialect
areas that have the structure “what + ren A or classi-
fier” for ‘who’ the morphemes representing ‘what’ can
contain alveolars, such as t-, th- and d-. This origi-
nated from in early Middle Chinese interrogative pro-
nouns, with duanii initials (diJiS, deng%%, etc.) that
represented ‘what.” This preservation of archaic pro-
nunciations should be noted, because in many other
dialects they were replaced by sheshang7 I initials
(palatal or retroflex stops) indicated by shen(me)fl:

Type A shenlt: dates back to the form shiwus&4)
(*zie myat) and its contracted form shendt that ap-
pears in Tang-Dynasty literature. The form shen
came to accompany postpositional wu4/)(*myat) or
mei % (*mot) and changed into shenwu££4) and
shenmoB-1%, which further changed into the Standard
PTH form shenmeft 4. Among the forms of this type,
the monosyllabic shend exists in concentration in the
Jin area, centering around Shanxi.
